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The Student Research Travel Grant is awarded by the DHS biannually to encourage and support research activity amongst students in the field of design history. The Grant is open to all undergraduate and postgraduate scholars (BA, MA or PhD; part-time or full-time) in the field of design history in the UK and RoI. To be eligible to apply, at the time of both submission and travel applicants must be enrolled as undergraduate and postgraduate students at a current UK or RoI university and undertaking research in the field of design history of any geographical location and period.

A total fund of £3,000 is awarded each year, split into two funding pools of £1,500. Successful applicants will be awarded a maximum of £500 each. The awards are made at the discretion of a judging panel drawn from the DHS Executive Committee. Parts of a request might be funded and others rejected. 

Applications are judged on the following criteria:

· contribution to the discipline of design history (not including architectural or art history)

· impact the award will make on the student’s research

· qualifications of applicant(s) to conduct the proposed research

· contribution to the activities and aims of the Design History Society

Notes

1. All applicants must be members of the Design History Society. The DHS website (http://www.designhistorysociety.org/) gives details about membership. Membership prices are listed on the Oxford University Press page which you can access through the DHS website. (Student membership is £26.50, $53US, €40)
2. The Student Research Travel Grant may be used towards the costs incurred for research trips including accommodation, travel and other research expenses (e.g. photocopying costs, library membership).
3. Recipients of a Student Research Travel Grant must provide a report of their visit and research conducted to be published in the Design History Society Newsletter and on the website within six weeks of completion of visit.
4. With reference to postgraduate recipients, if the results are publishable in an article format, recipients are encouraged to approach the Journal of Design History for consideration for submission.
5. The Design History Society’s contribution must be acknowledged in any public dissemination of the resulting research.
6. A copy of any publication funded by a Research Grant must be sent for inclusion in the Design History Society’s archive held at the University of Northumbria.
7. Payments of the Research Grant are managed through the Society's Treasurer and, where applicable, the institution with which the applicant is affiliated.

8. The deadline for applications occurs twice a year: January 15th and October 15th.  Applicants are notified of the outcome of their submission within six  weeks of the application deadline.  Successful applicants will receive a cheque within one month of notification.
